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Introduction

State, Federal, and Private Sources of Funding for Archives, Historical Societies, Libraries and Other Not-for-Profit Organizations

State and federal agencies, private foundations and corporations fund
programs that provide monetary and other help to archives, historical
societies, libraries and other not-for-profit organizations that house and
care for historical records.

This Documentary Heritage Program bulletin briefly describes what
these organizations fund and provides websites, postal and e-mail
addresses and phone numbers if more detailed information is needed.!

In addition to offering information on funding sources for projects
related to housing and sharing the information contained in records,
this bulletin also strives to direct institutions to agencies and
organizations that will address some of their other needs, including
instituting preservation activities, staging exhibits, saving historic sites
and locating personnel and technical help.

Information about the programs was taken from agency-generated
materials. Since deadlines and types of projects funded are subject to
change, the DHP suggests contacting agencies directly to obtain their
most recent application guidelines.

The section on state grant programs in New Y ork provides
information on the Grants Action Newsletter, a monthly free
publication, and the New York State Register, a weekly publication of
the Department of State, in which every state agency must publish
notices of the funding it makes available to local governments and not-
for-profit organizations. Also included in this section is information on
legislative member initiatives.

The section on federal funding agencies offers information on the
many programs and grants offered by the National Endowment for
the Humanities, the National Historical Publications and Records

The Documentary Heritage Program (DHP), established in 1988, is a
statewide program designed to locate, organize, and make available
the state’s historical records to ensure the preservation of New
York’s heritage. It provides regional services and a statewide
competitive grants program. The DHP provides grants up to
$25,000 to not-for-profit archives, libraries, historical societies,
museums, and other programs that collect, hold, and make available
historical records. Through 2003, the DHP competitive grants
program has identified specific priorities for grant projects. These are
mental health programs, Latino/a communities in New York State,
environmental affairs, the impact of the attacks on the World Trade
Center, education policy, new population groups in the twentieth
century, and de-industrialization and economic revitalization in
twentieth-century New Y ork.

The Local Government Records Management Improvement Fund
supports grants-in-aid to local governments for individual and
cooperative projects to improve the management of their records.
Local governments, including but not limited to boards of
cooperative educational services (BOCES), cities, counties, fire
districts, school districts, towns, and villages can apply for grants to
improve records management and archival administration. Three
types of competitive grants are available: individual grants,
cooperative grants, and complex grants. Grants are available for
inventory and planning, active records, inactive records, historical
records, and educational uses of local government records projects.
In addition to the competitive grants program, the LGRMIF also
supports disaster recovery grants. Grants are available for recovery
from a disaster, which is defined as damage caused by man-made or
natural phenomena where an immediate response is necessary to
prevent the irretrievable loss of vital, permanent, or archival records.
Alllocal governments, except New York City municipal agencies,
are eligible to apply for disaster recovery grants. Receipt of a
disaster grant does not preclude a local government from applying
for and receiving a competitive grant.

The purposes of the Conservation/Preservation Discretionary Grant
Program are to encourage the proper care and accessibility of
research materials to promote the use or development of guidelines
and technical standards for conservation/preservation work, and to
support the growth of local and cooperative activities within the
context of emerging national preservation programs. The
Discretionary Grant Program provides modest financial support for
projects that contribute to the preservation of significant research
materials in libraries, archives, historical societies, and other
agencies within the State of New York, whether by conducting
surveys, improving collection storage environments, reformatting or
treating collections or other preservation activities described in these
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guidelines. Materials of research value can include monographs,
serials, manuscripts, archival materials, maps, architectural
drawings, sound recordings, photographs, moving images and
newspapers. Projects can include general preservation,
environmental, or photographic surveys; re-housing; repair;
reformatting to microfilm; reformatting of photographs to more
stable photographic mediums; and improvement to environmental
controls and training activities.

The Conservation Treatment Grant Program, administered by
Lower Hudson Conference (LHC) in association with the Museum
Program of the New York State Council on the Arts (NYSCA),
provides support for treatment procedures to aid in stabilizing and
preserving objects in collections of museums and historical
organizations in New York State. Applications will be accepted from
not-for-profit museums and historical organizations, or other cultural
institutions that own, care for and exhibit collections. Grant awards
will be made to institutions lacking in-house conservation staff with
expertise in the area for which support is requested. Collections
owned by state or federal agencies are ineligible for grant support.
Organizations may submit only one request, which may involve one
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object or a group of related objects. All objects must be owned by the
applicant institution. While all eligible institutions in New York State
are welcome to apply to this program, highest priority will be given
to those with annual operating budgets of under $250,000.

Maximum award is $7500.

The deadlines for Major Grant applications are March 1 and
November 1; decisions are announced in June and March
respectively. Mini-Grant applications are accepted on a rolling basis;
decisions are announced within four weeks.

The New York Council for the Humanities funds projects that
stimulate public consideration of the humanities with special
consideration to projects that reach underserved populations and
programs in October, coinciding with State Humanities Month.

Mini-Grants are designed to encourage humanities programs of
modest scale, such as lectures, small exhibits, or walking tours. The
maximum award in this category is $2,500. Requests between
$250 - $2500.

Major Project Grants are also available. These outright grants are
designed to support public humanities projects on a larger scale than
mini-grants. Most awards in this category start at $2,500 and rarely
exceed $10,000.

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Folk Artist Mentoring Opportunities for master folk artists to teach or
advise other folk artists in their traditions through short-term
consultancies. ($30/hour plus travel). These are designed to provide
for initial or short-term contact only. For longer term apprenticeships,
contact the New York State Council on the Arts, Folk Arts Program.

Professional Development Program Travel within the state or region
to attend conferences and meetings, observe exemplary programs,
and interact with colleagues. (travel and/or registration expenses
only, generally will not exceed $250, one application per year)

The historic preservation grant programs under New York’s
Environmental Protection Fund and Clean Water/Clean Bond Actis
administered through the Office of Parks, Recreation and Historic
Preservation. The program funds projects undertaken by either a
municipality or a not-for-profit organization for the acquisition,
development, and improvement of parks, historic properties, and
Urban Cultural Park/ Heritage Area System Resources. Grant
recipients are required to provide at least a 50 percent match to
grant awards. To be eligible for preservation funding, historic
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resources must be listed on the New York State or National Register
of Historic Places at the time of grant award. The NY'S Office of
Parks, Recreation and Historic Preservation (OPRHP) also
administers the Natural Heritage Trust, which serves as a conduit
for legislative member initiatives. Applicants must contact their
legislators for information on how to apply for the funds.

The Conservation Project Support (CP) program awards matching
grants to help museums identify conservation needs and priorities
and perform activities to ensure the safekeeping of their collections.
Conservation Project Support was created to assist museums in
developing a logical, institution-wide approach to care for their living
and non-living collections. Applicants should apply for the project
that meets the institution’s highest collections care needs. All
applications must demonstrate that the primary goal of the projectis
conservation and not collections management or maintenance.
Collections may be in one of four categories: 1) non-living; 2)
systematics/natural history; 3) living plants; 4) living animals.
Grants are available for five broad types of conservation activities: 1)
Surveys (general, detailed condition, or environmental; 2) Training;
3) Research; 4) Treatment; 5) Environmental improvements. An
institution may submit one application for each fiscal year.
Deadline: October 15.

Amount of Grant: Up to $50,000,0r up to $10,000 on additional
fines for Education Component, up to $75,000 for exceptional

The Conservation Assessment Program serves as an adjunct to the
IMLS Conservation Project Support program. Funded by IMLS and
administered by Heritage Preservation, the program provides
eligible museums with a general conservation survey grant.
Applications are funded on a first-come, first-served basis. Each
museum may receive only one Conservation Assessment Program
grant. Museums that have received a grant for a general
conservation survey through the Conservation Project Support
program are not eligible for the Conservation Assessment Program.

Challenge grants are offered only when NEH
funds will make a significant improvement in humanities programs,
help institutions carry out long-term plans for strengthening their
basic resources and activities in the humanities, and enhance
financial stability through increased nonfederal support.

Division of Education:

Division of Preservation and Access:

Grants to Preserve and Create Access to Humanities Collections:
Awards are made for projects to preserve and create intellectual
access to humanities collections, which, because of their intellectual
content and value as cultural artifacts, are considered highly important
for research, education, and public programming. Humanities
collections may include, but are not limited to, books, journals,
newspapers, manuscript and archival materials, maps, still and
moving images, sound recordings, and objects of art and material
culture.

Deadline: July 1

Amount of Grant: Range from $30,000 — $700,000

Preservation Assistance Grants help small and mid-size institutions—
libraries, museums, and historical societies, town and county records
offices, archival repositories, community colleges, and underserved
departments and units within colleges and universities and other
larger institutions—improve their ability to preserve and care for their
humanities collections. These collections may include books, journals,
manuscript and archival materials, maps, moving images, sound
recordings, decorative and fine arts, prints and photographs, textiles,
archaeological and ethnographic artifacts, furniture, and historical
objects. Institutions that have never received an NEH grant are
encouraged to apply.

Amount of Award: Up to $5,000.

Grants for Stabilizing Humanities Collections help museums,
libraries, archives, and historical organizations preserve their
humanities collections through support for improved housing and
storage, environmental conditions, security, lighting, and fire
protection.

® The purchase of storage furniture and the re-housing of

humanities collections and materials that directly document the
collections, such as field notes, site maps, or catalog records;

® The improvement of environmental conditions under which

Implementation Grants support the realization of programs that
interpret and encourage the use of the collections of libraries and
archives. Topics and interpretive themes should appeal to the
interests and backgrounds of a wide range of people or directly to
the project’s target audience, and special attention should be given
to the educational experience of the participants. Support is
available for various activities that use a range of formats, including:

® Book and film discussion programs

® Exhibitions (major or traveling)

® Public conferences, forums, and symposia
® Websites

Implementation Grants for Museums and Historical Organizations
support the realization of interpretive exhibitions (both long-term and
traveling), the interpretation of historic sites, associated interpretive
project components (such as publications and public symposia),
public programming, and websites.

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The National Trust for Historical Preservation’s financial assistance
programs are for the most part directed to non-profit organizations,
public agencies, and community groups. Each of the following
programs has a specific focus for the kinds of projects it will support.

The Preservation Services Fund provides matching grants ranging
from $500 to $5,000 (typically from $1,000 to $1,500) to non-profit
organizations and public agencies for preservation planning and
education efforts. Funds may be used to support consultants with
professional expertise in areas such as architecture, archeology,
engineering, preservation, planning, land use planning, fundraising,
organizational development and law as well as preservation
education activities to educate the public.

The National Preservation Loan Fund provides loans to establish or
expand local and statewide preservation revolving funds; to acquire
and/or rehabilitate historic buildings, sites, structures and districts; to
purchase easements; and to preserve National Historic Landmarks.

The Johanna Favrot Fund offers grants ranging from $2,500 to
$25,000 (typically from $2,500 to $5,000) to non-profit
organizations, public agencies and individuals for projects that
contribute to the preservation or recapture of an authentic sense of
place. Individuals and for-profit businesses may apply only if the
project for which funding is requested involves a National Historic
Landmark. Funds may be used to obtain professional advice in areas
such as conferences, workshops and education programs.

The Cynthia Woods Mitchell Fund for Historic Interiors provides
nonprofit organizations and public agencies grants ranging from $2,500
to $10,000 to assist in the preservation, restoration, and interpretation of
historic interiors. Individuals and for-profit businesses may apply only if
the project for which funding is requested involves a National Historic
Landmark. Funds may be used for professional expertise, print and
video communications materials, and education programs.
