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Account of the Utica Military Police

This body was organized in April, 1917, and enlisted solely for
service in the city. It formed an auxiliary police body and each member
was equipped with an automatic pistol, pocket, billet, night stick, sig-
nal whistle, and badge. It was financed by the city governmment and was
composed of men not likely to be called into service. +fhe company en-
rolled seventy officers and 390 men, At the time of a strike an the
plant of the Savage Arms Corporation in March and April 1918 the Utica
Military police served as a guard for the plant for some time,
