I have & doctor's certificate which says
that I cannot work in the cold weather. But I have to work and after
I work one day, I have to remain in bed. I can't stand the cold. So
my pay doesat come on time. Also if it rains we cannot work and we

have to wait to meke up the ti There are two other Latins working

with me.

Here we have five rooms and we pay $30.00 a month. It is nice.
We have one boarder end that helps. Also my wife's nephew lives with
us., Wehave no children.

I bave to live here and pay this higher rent for us because I get
siek 11 vhere 18 uO Deat, —o & J 40t saver, like in thek iast place
