They were raised in a neighbors
hood pursly American, and mow that we have moved up to Harlem two years ago they
find 1% difficult, for the majority of their friends are Spanish-spesking children.
We moved to this section (Sth. Avenue, bet. 1lth. and 112th. Sts.) for economio
reasons and also besause I usually work in American restaurants around here.

#For this apartment we pay $32.00 a month. It's not a s eonfortable as the
one we had in Brooklyn, but good enough to acommodate us decently. We have 4
rooms and & kitchen, and the service up to mow have been good.
