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MEXICAN WORKERS
ARE A RESERVE

It has been a long standing policy of the
Federal Government that there shall be no
admission of foreign workers into the
United States for employment unless all
practicable sources of domestic workers
have been exhausted.

Arrangements for temporary admission
of Mexican workers for United States agri-
culture are made only after a State’s public
employment service has recommended
such action because qualified domestic
farm workers are not available at the time
and place they are needed. The Depart-
ment of Labor reviews the employer re-
quest and the State’s recommendation.
With the Department’s request to the U. S.
Immigration and Naturalization Service to
admit the requested number of Mexican
workers goes a certification that employ-
ment of Mexican workers will not ad-
versely affect the wages or working condi-
tions of domestic farm workers who are
similarly employed.
