Maria Bernales Korins heard about ANCLA when
she was an outreach worker for the county Health
Department, trying to bring a breast cancer detec-
tion and prevention program to people who speak
Spanish. She joined ANCLA in December 1990.

“What attracted me to it was it was a group of
people who are trying to bring awareness to the Latin
American community about the different programs
and what is going on at large,” Korins said. “And
also, they are trying to do something about the con-
cerns that the community has.”

ANCLA members trade information and carry it
to the community, Pagano said.

“Now we want to see more involvement of com-
munity residents,” she said.

Joe A. Martinez, an ANCLA core member who
works for the county Family Planning Services, said
recruiting community people is a priority for 1992.

“You can’t address grass-roots issues if you don’t
have a grass-roots point of view,” said Martinez, who
lives on the near west side.
