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THE REORGANIZATION OF THE NEW YORK STATE TRCOPS IN THE FETERAL SERVICE,

At the first call for drafted men (670, D(‘) h}ﬁ:h draft to a great
degree was assigned to the 77th and 78th United tates Divisions. The
New York Division was formed into the 27th Division.

The 69th New York Infantry became the 165th Infantry of the 42nd
(Rainbow) Division.

The 15th New York (colered) Infantry became the 369th Infeniry of
the 93rd Division.

The 57th and 59th Regiments of Coast Artillery wdre formed from the
Coast Artillery Corps of New York state.

The lst Hew Yark In's.mrv became the lst Pioneer Infantry.
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All Infantry men who did not become a part of the organizations
designated above were either transferred individually to other organizations
or were sent to the Provisional Depot for Qorps Army troops at Camp
Wadsworth, Spartansburg, S5.C.

The New York State troops were called into the service of the United
States as of the 15th of July, 1317 by a proclamation of the President of
the United States dated the 3rd of July, 1917,

The strength of the New York National Guard in the service of the
United States on the 31st of March 1217 was 334 cormiseioned officers,
7422 enlisted men, aggregete 7,756, (These figures do not agree with those
of The Adjutant Zeneral of the Army extctly it are taken from the report
of the Chief of the Militia Bureau 1917. The strength of commissioned
officers is computed as #ﬂ of the enlisted total).

The strength of New York National fuard in the gservice of the United
states on the 5th of August 1917 was 1205 commissioned officers and 39575
enlisted men, (Theee figures are ottained through The Adjutani General of
the Army from the Bureau of Militia Affairs and asre ‘telieved to be very
accurate), It ie to be understood that due to casualties, evacuation of
sick, transfers, etc., rumercus vacane are caused in units and it is
hardly ever practicable and rarely possitle to fill units drawn originally
from certain states from replacement iroops of the same state, 8o as time
went on, troops which originally came nearly entirely from New York sState
were each day becoming constantly more federal and less essentially New
York iroops. Following slong thies line of thought, it cen readily
seen that undoubtedly New York had some troops in every nvision in France,
but data which is belng furnished you is furnished on the basis which you
have outlined, i.e,, those troops which originally were drawn from lew
York state.
