This application must be postmarked by January 15, 2015.   Decisions will be made and applicants notified by May 15, 2015.  Residencies may commence June 1, 2015 and must be completed by May 31, 2016.

All applicants must furnish a resume.  If sending by mail, please include the original and seven copies with application.

One or two letters of support must be submitted.  One letter of support must be from the applicant’s principal.  Letters of support must show evidence of support from outside agencies (such as a project partner/funder or an applicant’s employer) if they are an integral part of the project.  It is the applicant's responsibility to ensure that any letters are postmarked by January 15, 2015.
